The relevance of the study is due to current trends in the development and transformation of the presentation of cultural
heritage in terms of informatization and network technologies. Modern historical and cultural processes produce new
forms of communication, which also relate to the conditions of storage, filling and dissemination of profiles of libraries
and their collections. Among the many platforms and projects related to the presented issues, special attention is paid
to various applications that allow the use of collections online, free access for various purposes. The aim of the article is
to analyse the possibilities of online presentations of cultural heritage, the possibility of their application in the library
business and representation in the context of the expansion of digital virtual technologies. This article examines the ways
to present libraries and promote their collections of artworks and documentary heritage, using the example of UK libraries
in the “Google Arts & Culture” app. The main sources for the presented problems of domestic and foreign scientists are
analysed. The methodological basis of the study is the socio-communicative, systemic, socio-cultural and informational
approaches, which together allowed us to analyze the “Google Arts & Culture” project as a communication, information and
socio-cultural phenomenon. The methodology of basic approaches is complemented by a set of research methods, including
analysis and synthesis, comparison, content analysis.

The functional characteristics of promoting library collections in the “Google Arts & Culture” are revealed. Features
of registration and filling of profiles of libraries are revealed. Prospects for further study of projects related to the dissemination
of information on documentary heritage, the promotion of collections, the establishment of communication between cultural
institutions and the study of other new forms of library presentation were identified.
